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1. Introduction 
Knowbase Journal article : International Journal of Knowledge in Database contains 5000-8000 words or 15-17 pages uploaded online in MS Word format which is saved as “Word 97-2003 Document”. The composition of the writing style consists of Introduction, Method, Results and Discussion, Conclusion, References.
The manuscript is written in A4 size paper (Top:2px Buttom:3px Left:2px Right:2px), all writing styles (chapters and figure/table titles) have been provided in this document. Use this circular style feature by utilizing styles or by copy and paste formatting to facilitate the article writing process. To get the best results, it is highly recommended that the author directly write the manuscript in this template file. The contents of the introduction are answers to questions: (1). Background, (2). Brief literature review of related research (3). The reasons for conducting this research and (4). Purpose question. State of the art, gap analysis and novelity can be seen here. Avoid discussing general literature reviews and definitions.
2. Method
Describe the research methods and research techniques used. Explain briefly, but still accurately such as size, volume, replication and workmanship technique. The new method should be described in detail so that other researchers can reproduce the experiment. While established methods can be explained by picking references. Avoid writing general scientific concepts and definitions.
Second Level Heading  
Headings on the second level are written in bold face italics using uppercase and lowercase letters. Heading is written flat to the left.
Third Level Heading  
Headings at the third level follow the style of the second level headings. Avoid using more than three levels of headings.
Reference Writing 
How to write references can be seen in the Bibliography section. The permitted types of references only consist of journals, proceedings, books, and research reports within the last 5 (five) years. A series of research results based on a logical sequence to form a story. The contents show facts/data and do not discuss the results. Can use Tables and Numbers but do not repeat the same data in pictures, tables and text. To further clarify the description, can use subtitles.

The discussion is a basic explanation, relationship and generalization indicated by the results. The description answers the research question. If there are doubtful results then display them objectively. 

An easy way to create layouts is to use this guide directly. Basically it is recommended not to use numbering (1,2,3, a,b,c etc.) in the discussion of the text, change it into a sentence form. Avoid using bullets/ordered lists with symbols *, and others. Avoid blank sections of the page. So that the submitted manuscript can be immediately processed by the editor, make sure it is written well following the instructions of this template carefully.

Each image must be captioned under the image. The description in the table is given above the table. All figures and tables must be numbered sequentially. Figures and tables are placed in the center of the page (centeraligned).

If necessary, provide suggestions for further research. State the conclusion in sentences in the form of paragraphs, not in the form of numbering.
