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Abstract
The first education for children is the family environment. The aims of this study were (1) to analyze the parenting style of parents as the first education and (2) the efforts made by the teacher in dealing with the development of students. This research is a case study qualitative research in Bukittinggi, West Sumatra. The results of the study show that in West Sumatra there are several parenting styles that are influenced by many things. There is a parenting style that can be adopted by parents. The various parenting styles are (1) not supportive or demanding, (2) supportive and not demanding, (3) demanding and not supportive, and (4) supportive and demanding. Supportive and demanding is the best parenting pattern because parents provide support and pressure with good limits, while the worst parenting style is Not supportive or demanding. Then educators need to (1) apply the application of student development theory, (2) a responsive approach, (3) collaboration between teachers and parents, and (4) an effective teaching approach.

Abstrak 
Pendidikan pertama bagi anak adalah lingkungan keluarga. Tujuan penelitian ini adalah untuk (1) menganalisis parenting style orang tua sebagai Pendidikan pertama dan (2) upaya yang dilakukan  guru dalam menghadapi perkembangan peserta didik. Penelitian ini adalah penelitian kualitatif studi kasus di Bukittinggi, Sumatera Barat. Hasil penelitian menunjukkan di Sumatera Barat terdapat beberapa pola asuh orang tua yang dipengaruhi oleh banyak hal. Terdapat pola asuh yang dapat diadopsi oleh orang tua. Macam-macam pola asuh tersebut adalah (1) Not supportive or demending, (2) supportive and not demanding, (3) demanding and not supportive, dan (4) supportive and demanding. Supportive and demanding adalah pola asuh paling terbaik karena orang tua memberikan support dan tekanan dengan batas yang baik, sedangkan pola asuh paling terburuk adalah Not supportive or demending. Kemudian pendidik perlu (1) menerapkan penerapan teori perkembangan peserta didik, (2) pendekatan yang responsif, (3) kolaborasi antara guru dan orang tua, dan (4) pendekatan pengajaran yang efektif.

Introduction
The role of Education Management is very important in managing Educator Pedagogy in order to improve the development of students in Indonesia. Education Management includes planning, organizing, implementing, and controlling all aspects related to the educational process. In this context, Education Management aims to create an optimal and effective learning environment for students. In managing Educator Pedagogy, Education Management acts as a regulator and coordinator in designing and implementing learning strategies that suit the needs of students. This includes selecting appropriate teaching methods, developing relevant curricula, managing resource allocation, as well as assessing and monitoring the learning process. Education Management also plays a role in facilitating and improving the pedagogical competence of educators. By providing training and professional development on an ongoing basis, Education Management can ensure that educators have a deep understanding of educational principles, effective teaching methods, and the application of accurate and continuous evaluation. In addition, Education Management plays a role in creating a conducive learning environment for students. By carrying out good management of educational facilities and infrastructure, creating a safe and comfortable climate, and facilitating the active participation of students, Education Management can support the development of students as a whole. Through the active role of Education Management in managing Educator Pedagogy, it is hoped that the development of students in Indonesia can occur optimally. Learners will get quality education, relevant, and support the development of their potential. In addition, students will also receive guidance and support that is appropriate to their level of development, so that they can grow and develop into competent, creative and competitive individuals in facing future challenges.

Education is one of the main pillars in the development of a country, including in Indonesia. Efforts to improve the quality of education require a deep understanding of the development of students, both physically, cognitively, emotionally and socially. In the context of education, the development of students can be influenced by various factors, including the family environment. The family environment is the first environment experienced by children before they enter the outside environment and school. The importance of the role of the family environment in shaping the character, morals, ethics and morals of children is a crucial factor that needs further investigation.

Family is the first education for children. The family environment is the origin of how children are educated before entering the external environment and school so that children can have good character, have good morals, ethics and morals. This is in accordance with the need for a future where character education is important for children. Environmental factors that contribute to the health and safety of children, (Ferguson, 2013).
  Personal hygiene, nutrition, and cognitive and psychological related risks to child development. Learning is a mental (psychological) activity that requires placement in interactions with the environment that produce changes, changes in knowledge, understanding skills, and attitude values, (Choi, 2016).
 This means that the family as a teacher before entering school age for children.

Margaretha, et al (2018) who said that most parents of preschool children in Ratu Agung District, Bengkulu City Regency, apply democratic parenting styles. The percentage level of independence of preschoolers is as follows: 16.67% of preschoolers are categorized as having a high level of independence, 67.78% of preschoolers are categorized as having a moderate level of independence, and 15.55% of preschoolers are categorized as having a low level of independence, (Margaretha, 2013 ).
There is a positive and significant effect of democratic parenting on independence. This study reveals that the Bengkulu area has a fairly good parenting style. Families with incomes above the average provide educational support for children, both in the family and after reaching school age up to university. 
Families with lower middle income tend to be more busy providing for the family without getting help from other parties. This causes parents to pay less attention to children's development. Income will affect a person's social status, especially in a materialist and traditional society that values high socioeconomic status for wealth. Then a family that is rich, but unhappy, such as a broken home, has an impact on children too. Children of authoritarian parents are often unhappy, afraid and insecure when they compare themselves with others, cannot initiate activities, are weak in communicating (Papalia, 2007).

The characteristics of tocix parenting are, (1) parents cannot give love and feel safe to their children. This results in children not wanting to be close to their children. (2) Parents always criticize the actions and choices of children who are always considered wrong. Parents tend to like to express the phrase "You should be like this!". (3) Parents prohibit children from expressing or expressing negative emotions. Parents forbid children to be sad or angry and must always be positive and happy. (4) Parents think their words and actions must be followed. Parents' thoughts are the most correct thoughts. This means that there is a one-way conversation, not a discussion. (5) Parents burden their children with happiness. An example is "I am happy if my child becomes a doctor", "I am happy if my child becomes a civil servant". If it doesn't happen, the parents feel unhappy. (6) Parents make children as accessories. There are parents who like to show off their children to the environment. (7) Parents like to compare their children with other people's children. Types of parental attention to child development, including parents who are busy and don't have time for children, parents who are busy but take time to control children, parents who are not busy and do not control children, and parents who are not busy and control children .

Teachers have a very important role in saving the development of students, especially when they face challenges or problems in the family environment. Through good understanding and observation of students, teachers can respond appropriately and provide appropriate support. Good communication and involvement between teachers and students is also an important key in creating a safe and supportive environment. By establishing good relationships, teachers can build trust and help students overcome problems and grow their potential. In addition, through a learner-centered learning approach, teachers can design learning that is relevant and interesting according to their level of development. Teachers can also build students' social and emotional skills through collaborative activities, discussions, and group projects. The support and guidance provided by teachers to students who experience difficulties is also an important step in saving their development. Involving parents as partners in supporting student development is also an effective strategy. By presenting a good role model, the teacher can set a positive example for students in forming good character, morals and ethics. With consistent and directed efforts, teachers are able to play a very important role in saving the development of students amidst the challenges they face in the family environment. The purpose of this study was to analyze the parenting style of parents as the first education and follow-up from teachers in dealing with the development of students.
Research Method 
This research is a qualitative research with a case study approach conducted in Bukittinggi, West Sumatra. This research is supported by a literature review that comes from various books, journals and other reading sources that have relevance to related research, especially in the study of toxic parenting or parenting styles that have the potential to harm the development of students.

Data collection techniques in this study were carried out in three ways, namely observation, interviews, and documentation. Observations were made to directly observe parenting styles applied by parents of students in their family environment. Interviews were used to gain a deeper understanding of the views, attitudes and opinions of parents regarding their parenting style. Documentation is used to collect relevant data such as family records, children's journals, or other evidence that can provide an overview of the students' family environment.

The population in this study were unmarried women aged 9 to 64 years and men aged 10 to 30 years. The samples taken were 100 people representing various families in Bukittinggi, West Sumatra. The selection of the sample was carried out purposively with the consideration of variations in the parenting style adopted by the parents.

1. Not Supportive or Demending

Undermending and supportive styles are parents who are indifferent or indifferent. This can be caused by several reasons such as busy parents, parental education, parental past, etc. One of the consequences of type 1 parenting is that children are affected by a number of things, such as a bad environment, they don't get attention from their parents, they want to get their parents' attention by doing bad things. This will have a bad impact to hinder self-development. From the results of interviews in the field, the researcher conducted interviews with several children in the Agam and Bukittinggi areas, one of the interviews was in the Manggopoh area, a family with a single head (mother), has 7 children. One of the children interviewed said that:

“I used to do drugs because of association and my parents didn't know. Mother does not demand to focus on college. If I get money, I am free to spend it. I was lucky because I was never caught by the police, but now I don't use drugs anymore because I have no money and many friends have been arrested by the police.”

According to the confirmation from the parents concerned, the mother said:

“I have time to work so that I can make ends meet so I only entrust it to my children for what they do. I just ordered that do whatever you want while you have your own money and don't do bad things”.
Good child associations include complying with family and environmental regulations and staying away from prohibitions according to family and environmental directions and religion. Children who like to try things that are not good because of the influence of friends, parents who are busy, and don't get the attention they deserve.

2. Supportive and Not Demanding

Supportive and not demanding style is parents who allow children to do anything without targets. This style is a type 2 style where parents become a support system for children without targeting anything. This will have an impact on children who can become spoiled. Children are free to do anything. This is in accordance with an interview with one of the children in Bukittinggi who is free to do whatever he wants because his parents are busy. Through observation, the writer saw that both parents were busy with unfinished office work. On the other hand, there are parents who free anything according to their child's wishes, it could be because of excess wealth so that the child becomes not independent. Independence can be interpreted as a personality that is free from forms of dependence, not as a person without socialization but as self directed through environmental influences. Parenting style has a significant influence on cognitive development and academic results, (Pendergast; 2015, Shonkoff; 2012). 

Child's early life experiences play an important role in a child's development and can provide a foundation for future health. The idea of human development pushes within the context of the environment in which a person lives.

3. Demanding and Not Supportive

Style not supportive or demanding are parents who are parents with an authoritarian type who tend to make children upset quickly. Like the example of parents who always emphasize that they must follow what is ordered by their parents. Children who get this treatment from their parents will do things unexpectedly or seek outside comfort. There are even children who live according to the wishes of their parents. Through observations made by researchers in the Bukittinggi area, there are children who are prohibited from using cell phones by their parents so they don't see anything that their parents consider inappropriate. There should be many creative things that children can express, but because of the prohibition of parents, children become inexpressive and tend to be afraid of the world, especially without the presence of parents.

4. Supportive and Demanding

This is the most appropriate parenting style given by parents to children. Examples are giving praise, support, and appreciation. Children need a place to tell stories. This can make children grow and develop well. Good parents are able to provide time for discussion with children so that they can become the main education for children. For example, when a child is not restrained, he or she does not have the burden of asking parents for permission. Parents know whatever the child's activities are as a control. Meanwhile, parents who like to restrain their children, what often happens is that children do not inform their parents about activities so that they easily do things that are not good. Parents teach discipline to children so that children can explore the environment and gain interpersonal skills. Children who have authoritative parents will produce children who are cheerful, self-controlled, achievement-oriented, maintain relationships with peers, work with adults, and handle stress well (Devi, 2012).

The role of the family environment in child development can be provided through internal and external supervision. One of them is in educating children from an early age maybe to love their environment. Parents teach their children to develop good moral behavior, (San, 2014). Different cultural lifestyles reflect environmental behavior in various ways, (Bashar, 2018).
 Realizing the best generation of children, can be done through expertise and patience in preparing for education. This is intended to be aware of the integrity of attitudes and behavior in the development of children. Both from the aspect of attitude, behavior and social growth of children who always blend in with the surrounding environment.
Discussion (Italic)
Pedagogic is the study of how to teach and educate students effectively. In the context of this research, the implications that emerge provide practical guidance to teachers in developing appropriate pedagogical approaches to save the development of students who face pressure at home due to unsupportive parenting.
