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Abstrak
Peneliti ini bertujuan untuk menemukan pengaruh penggunaan berlatih secara privasi terhadap Pronunciation siswa kelas XI IPS MAN 3 Pasaman Barat. Hal tersebut dilakukan di MAN 3 Pasaman Barat karena sebagian besar siswa masih mengalami kendala dalam penguasaan bahasa inggris terutama di Pronunciation. 

Jenis penelitian yang digunakan adalah penelitian eksperimen. Peneliti menggunakan penelitian quasi eksperimen dengan menggunakan model non-equivalent. Populasi dari penelitian ini adalah siswa kelas XI.IPS 1 di MAN 3 Pasaman Barat. Untuk kelas XI.IPS 3 diperlakukan sebagai kelas eksperimen yang di ajar dengan menggunakan Strategei Covert Rehearsal Model Strategy toward Pronunciation. Sedangkan kelas XI. IPS 1 diperlakukan sebagai kelas kontrol yang di ajarkan dengan menggunakan teknik yang biasa. Peneliti menggunakan teknik purposive sampel untuk menentukan sampel penelitian ini. Untuk menganalisis data, peneliti menggunakan tes normalitas dan homogenitas dengan menggunakan aplikasi SPSS 22. Sedangkan untuk menguji hypothesis, peneliti menggunakan uji-t dan mengkonsultasikan hasilnya dengan tabel t untuk hipotesis pertama kedua.

Dari hasil penelitian dan perhitungan tes awal dan akhir dari kelas eksperimen terhadap hasil uji t-hitung (5,283) lebih tinggi daripada t-tabel (2,093) Jadi hipotesis alternatif (Ha) diterima bahwa ada pengaruh yang signifikan dengan menggunakan teknik strategy berlatih secara Privasi  Kemudian, perhitungan akhir dari kedua kelas: kelas eksperimen dan kontrol diperoleh t-hitung  (50,75>49,86) lebih besar  daripada t-tabel. Jadi hipotesis alternatif (Ha) diterima bahwa ada perbedaan yang signifikan antara penggunaan Strategei  berlatih secara privasi dengan teknik konvensional. Sehingga dapat disimpulkan bahwa seluruh hipotesis diterima. Stategi berlatih secara privasi dalam pembelajaran pengucapan dapat membuat siswa menguasai dengan baik.

Abstract
This research does for discover the effect of covert rehearsal model strategy towards students’ pronunciation at second grade IPS of MAN 3 Pasaman Barat. It has been done at MAN 3 Pasaman Barat because most of the students of senior high Scholl still encounter  problem  in mastering English Especially Pronunciation.

This research uses experimental research. The researcher uses a quasi-experimental design by using the  non-equivalent control group. The population of this research was at second grade of MAN 3 Pasman Barat. The sample was XI,IPS 1 which was treated as experiment class and taught by using Covert Rehearsal model  strategy toward Pronunciation  and XI, IPS 3 was tread as Control class and taught by using conventional technique. To  determine the sample, the researcher used purposive sampling technique. The data was got through pre-test and post-test to experimental and control classes. To analyzed the data, the researcher used the normality and homogeneity by using SPSS 22 to test the hypothesis, the researcher used t-test formula and consulted the result into t-table for the first, second and third  hypothesis.


From the result of the pre-test and post-test scores of the experimental class, it was found that the t-obtained (5,283) was higher than the t-table (2,093).  So that, the alternative Hypothesis  (Ha) was accepted which means that there was significant effect of using the effect of Covert Rehearsal Model Strategy towards students Pronunciation. So that, the alternative hypothesis (Ha) was accepted which means that there  is significant difference between using Covert Rehearsal Model Strategy pronunciation and using conventional technique. For the third hypothesis, mean score of the experiment class is bigger than control class ( 50,75>49,86), it means (Ha) was accepted which means that there is significant differences between  using Covert Rehearsal Model Strategy Pronunciation and using conventional technique. So, it can concludes that the entire hypothesis is accepted. It is Covert Rehearsal Model Strategy on learning Pronunciation can help the students master the Pronunciation well.

There is a strategy learning pronunciation by using Covert Rehearsal Model (CRM). According to Dickerson in Sardegna, CRM is a recursive proses that comprises six key components, they are privacy, oral practice, speech monitoring, comparing, changing and practicing.
 In other word, CRM will help learner to improve their pronunciation through several process which they can do it privately. 

The advantages of  Covert Rehearsal Model (CRM) is  enables learners to focus on and orally practice specific aspects of their pronunciation without the distractions or self-consciousness that can arise from a spontaneous conversation performance
. Privacy can help them to learn without any distraction and hopefully will focus on their practice.

CRM’s goals are not only to improve students’ ability to hear and articulate English sounds, rhythm, and melody, but also to improve their ability to predict the sounds, rhythm, and melody in words and phrases through the use of orthographically motivated rules
. It means the CRM have many advantages in learning, especially in pronunciation. 
The researcher has found several problems. First, some of students are still shy to speak. This problem makes them difficult to speak because they are afraid to make mistakes in front of their friends. The second, students’ pronunciation is poor. The researcher was difficult to understand what they said. For example they said “tank” instead of “thank”. Third, students find difficult to distinguish the same sound with different meaning, for example see with she or four with for. This is also hard for adult learners. In order to distinguish the same sound with different meaning, a learner needs to practice a lot. CRM will make them to practice a lot. The researcher assumes that CRM Strategies will help the students to overcome those problems. In order to know the effect of using CRM, the researcher is interested in conducting research. 
2. Method
The researcher will use the quantitative research. The quantitative research is a kind of research that collects the data in the form of number. According to Sugiono, a research is called as quantitative because of the data of the research is use numeric and using statistic analysis.
 There are many types of quantitative research; they are survey research, correlational research, causal-comparative research and experimental research. The design of this research is experimental research because it has the purpose to know the effect of using CRM towards pronunciation. the population from this research is 73 students that are the total of the students in the second grade in MAN 3 Pasaman Barat 2018-2019. The samples of this research are two class of eleventh grade of Islamic senior high school 3 Pasaman Barat. Researcher will choose XI IPS 1 and XI IPS 3 because of some considerations. First , both of these class were taught by the same teacher. Second, both of these class had the same course, conditions and have the similar teachers and they are thought with the same strategy, the different teaching of  teacher. The instrument uses in this research is test that will be given as pretest and posttest. The researcher will collect the data based on the score of students’ pronunciation test. This research will be done by using the t-test in analyzing the data.
3. Results and Discussion 
After doing the pre-test and post-test, the researcher compared both of the result of the pre-test and post-test from the experimental and control class. The comparison test result of pre-test and post-test from the experimental and the control class showed in the following table.

Based on the table 4.5 above, the post-test result of the experimental class is higher than the pre-test result (50,57) higher than (39,65) . It means  that the  treatment that has been used by the researcher can help the students in pronunciation. The comparison of the post-test result between experimental and control class showed that the control class test result was lower than experimental class. It is indicated by the mean score of the post-test result  of control class ( 49,86,) is lower than the experimental post-test result ( 38,48 ). It means that the students who were treated by using CRM give better result than the students who were not  using CRM. After finding the mean score, the standard deviation, and the value of the t obtained by using t-test of the both classes, the hypothesis was tested.
The first hypothesis in this research, there is any significant effect of CRM toward students test result in pronunciation. To measure whether the hypothesis is accepted or rejected, the researcher used the formula to find whether Ha/H0 was accepted or rejected, the value of the t obtained was compared with the value of the t table. If  tobtained located between –ttable and + ttable, the null hypothesis (H0) is accepted or tobtained located not between –ttable and + ttable, the alternate hypothesis (Ha) is accepted.

The calculation of pre-test and post-test scores of the experimental class, the mean score of the post-test is 50,25  It was greater than the mean score of the pre-test, 39,65. Then it can be analyzed by using T test in SPSS. 

Based on the hypothesis result, researcher found that using CRM has significant effect on the students’ pronunciation. The calculation of pre-test and post-test scores of the experimental class, the mean score of the post-test is 50,75. It was greater than the mean score of the pre-test, 39,65. It was found that t obtained was 5,283 and the t table for degrees of freedom was 18 with level of significance  0.05  was 2,093. Through comparing the t obtained (5,283) and ttable (2,093), it was found that the  t obtained (positive) was bigger than the ttable. From the data, it means that there is a significant effect of using CRM toward students’ pronunciation which is alternate hypothesis (Ha) is accepted, because the t obtained is bigger than the t table.

This finding proved Dickerson theory that said that the Covert Rehearsal Model (CRM) enables learners to focus on and orally practice specific aspects of their pronunciation without the distractions or self-consciousness that can arise from a spontaneous conversation performance
. Privacy can help them to learn without any distraction and hopefully will focus on their practice. 

This finding also supports the Muhammad and Othman theory that  said. CRM not only improve students’ ability to hear and articulate English sounds, rhythm, and melody , but also to improve their ability to predict the sounds, rhythm, and melody in word  and phrases through the use of orthographically motivated rules and strategy.
 It means the CRM not only improve the students’ pronunciation but also improve their ability to listen.
4. Conclusion 
Based on the hypothesis result, researcher found that using CRM has significant effect on the students’ pronunciation.From the result of the pre-test and post-test scores of the experimental class, it was found that the t-obtained (5,283) was higher than the t-table (2,093).  So that, the alternative Hypothesis  (Ha) was accepted which means that there was significant effect of using the effect of Covert Rehearsal Model Strategy towards students Pronunciation. So that, the alternative hypothesis (Ha) was accepted which means that there  is significant difference between using Covert Rehearsal Model Strategy pronunciation and using conventional technique. For the third hypothesis, mean score of the experiment class is bigger than control class ( 50,75>49,86), it means (Ha) was accepted which means that there is significant differences between  using Covert Rehearsal Model Strategy Pronunciation and using conventional technique. So, it can conclude that the entire hypothesis is accepted. It is Covert Rehearsal Model Strategy on learning Pronunciation can help the students master the Pronunciation well.
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
