a. The Direct Method
Parallel to the Reform Movement's ideals was a desire to develop language teaching approaches similar to those seen in first language learning. These were known as natural ways, and this new method was dubbed the Direct Method in the nineteenth and twentieth centuries. Because the mother tongue was not authorized, the Direct Method relied solely on instruction in the target language. Demonstrations were used to teach the terminology. The speaking skills were organized around a teacher-student question-and-answer session. Grammar was taught inductively, in contrast to the Grammar Translation Method, and speech and listening comprehension were taught. By the 1920s, this strategy was becoming less popular. Despite this, by the 1930s, applied linguists had systematized the Reform Movement's concepts for teaching English as a foreign.

b. Grammar Translation Method
One of the most classic strategies developed from Latin teaching practice is grammar translation. Latin was the most commonly learned foreign language in government, academia, and business in the early 1500s. However, throughout time, the employment of Latin languages declined, and they were eventually supplanted by English, French, and Italian. After Latin fell out of favor, the aim of schoolwork shifted. Previously, students learnt Latin for communicative purposes before studying it as a purely academic topic.

Throughout Europe during the 18th and 19th centuries, the educational system was centered on a notion known as faculty psychology. According to this view, the body and mind are distinct, and the mind is divided into three parts: the will, the emotions, and the intellect. It is thought that the mind may be developed to the point that it can eventually dominate the will and emotions. This may be accomplished through studying Greek and Roman ancient literature, as well as mathematics. Furthermore, persons with such education are said to be mentally equipped for the world and its problems. The Grammar Translation Method believes that language acquisition occurs as L2 learners gain the capacity to read a document in another language and translate it from one language to another.

c. Audio Lingual Method

The audio-lingual approach is a strategy that relies on repeating particular words in order to learn them. The audio-lingual technique is a way of teaching language that employs drills and pattern rehearsal. According to Jill Kerper Mora of San Diego University, "this technique is based on the principals of behavioral psychology, which is founded on the concepts of behavioral psychology.

This Audio-lingual System is a method based on exercises, drills, vocabulary memorization, discussion, and reading materials. In practice, students are invited to study (in this case, directly in English) without needing to bring their original language
. The foundation and mechanism of instruction in this approach are also heavily influenced by the pre-existing Direct Method. Furthermore, the aims of the Audio-Lingual Method are similar to those of the Direct Method in that they both aim to develop students' communicative skill. As is well known, the pronunciation, organization, and other elements of a foreign language and a mother tongue differ greatly. As a result, in foreign language study (in this example, English), students are forced to memorize and/or read word for word what the teacher says in order to avoid being impacted by mother tongue as much as possible.

d. Communicative Language Teaching

Communicative language teaching (CLT), often known as the communicative approach, is a method of teaching languages that stresses interaction as both a means and an end goal. Language learners in CLT contexts learn and practice the target language through contact with one another and the teacher, study of "genuine texts" (those written in the target language for reasons other than language instruction), and use of the language both in and out of class.

The invention of the Communicative Language Education Approach was a significant advancement in language teaching. The key premise underlying this method was that communicative language instruction programs would result in the development of both Linguistic Competence (knowledge of grammar rules) and Communicative Competence (knowledge of the rules of language use). 
The creation of a new communicative approach to language instruction is a complicated process that involves a number of disciplines. Noam Chomsky's criticism of Behaviorism, in eroding the credibility of the Audio-Lingual Method, lays the groundwork for a more child-centered approach that promotes a strongly inductive approach.

Learners discuss personal experiences with companions, and teachers teach themes outside of standard grammar to enhance language abilities in a variety of circumstances.

This technique also promises to encourage learners to incorporate personal experiences into their language learning environment, as well as to focus on the learning experience in addition to the goal language acquisition.

The purpose of language education, according to CLT, is to be able to communicate in the target language. This is in contrast to past perspectives, in which grammatical skill was frequently seen as the most important factor. CLT also emphasizes the teacher as a facilitator rather than an educator.

Furthermore, the approach is a non methodical system that does not teach English through a textbook series, but rather focuses on building strong oral/verbal abilities prior to reading and writing.
e. Silent Way Method
Silent way is also well-known for its unique features as teaching materials for teachers to use while teaching in silence. The teaching resources take the shape of colored blocks, codes, vocabulary visuals, and pointers that are all utilized to illustrate the link between sound and meaning in the target language. Graphics in the original language and color codes are frequently used in classes, and pupils intuitively link color with the related sound.

Early in the 1970s, the teacher employed pointers to show pupils about the resultant sound symbol as a strategy for language acquisition, sharing many of the same key ideas as the codes of cognition and making effective use of the underlying theory of learning discovery. Cattegno's fundamental views include the notions that "instruction should be subjugated to learning" and "teachers working with students, students working on the language." The most notable feature of this approach is that teachers typically remain "silent" for the most of the time as part of their job as a facilitator and stimulator, thus the methods’ famous moniker. 

The education is planned around the material that students will learn rather than the linguistic qualities of the language. Subject matter content is utilized for educational reasons, and language instructors must aid students in comprehending subject matter texts. Learners become extremely motivated when they are exposed to real content and assignments. Language is used to transmit information. Based on the ideas of the Communicative Language Teaching Method, this approach emphasizes the necessity of genuine and meaningful dialogue in which information is transmitted between interlocutors.

Language learning is typically viewed as a problem-solving activity in which students should participate both alone and as a group, and teachers should get out of the way of as many processes as possible. f. Communicative and Language Integrated Learning (CLIL)
