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Abstrak 

Penelitian ini dilakukan karena banyak permasalahan yang terjadi pada kemampuan siswa dalam menjawab penilaian membaca dengan keterampilan berpikir tingkat tinggi. Sebagian besar permasalahan yang muncul menunjukkan kemampuan keterampilan siswa masih rendah dan sebagian siswa belum siap menghadapi soal-soal kontekstual, penalaran, situasi yang membutuhkan kreativitas, yang semuanya itu biasa terjadi pada HOTS. Tujuan dari penelitian ini adalah untuk mengetahui bagaimana kemampuan siswa dalam menjawab soal dengan HOTS. HOTS dapat diklasifikasikan menjadi tiga, yaitu menganalisis, mengevaluasi, dan mencipta. Penelitian ini dilakukan kepada siswa kelas VIII Madrasah Tsanawiyah Negeri 02 Pasaman Barat. Penelitian ini merupakan penelitian deskriptif kuantitatif. Populasi dalam penelitian ini adalah siswa kelas VIII Madrasah Tsanawiyah Negeri 02 Pasaman Barat. Penelitian ini menggunakan simple random sampling. Sampel yang terdiri dari kelas VIII berjumlah 30 siswa. Instrumen yang digunakan dalam penelitian ini adalah tes membaca. Pada tes membaca, peneliti memberikan siswa 20 butir soal pilihan ganda yang didalamnya terdapat 3 komponen yaitu menganalisis, mengevaluasi, dan mencipta. Indikator uji diadopsi dari Taksonomi Bloom dan Anderson. Hasil penelitian menunjukkan bahwa kemampuan berpikir tingkat tinggi siswa dalam menjawab penilaian membaca sudah cukup. Hal ini dibuktikan dengan nilai rata-rata yang diperoleh siswa pada komponen menganalisis (64,66), mengevaluasi (72,85), dan mencipta (61,39) dan rata-rata untuk seluruh komponen (66,3) adalah kategori Cukup.

Abstract
students’ ability to answer reading assessment with higher order thinking skills. Most of the problems that arise showed the ability of students skill are still low and some students unprepared to deal with contextual questions, reasoning, situations that necesitate creativity, all of which are common in HOTS. The purpose of this research was to determine how students' ability to answer questions with HOTS. HOTS can be classified into three, namely analyzing, evaluating and creating. This research was conducted to the eight grade students at Madrasah Tsanawiyah Negeri 02 West Pasaman.This research was a quantitative descriptive method. The population in this researchwas the eight grade students of the State Madrasah Tsanawiyah 02 West Pasaman. This research used simple random sampling. There were 30 students in the sample consisting of class VIII. The instrument used in this research was a reading test. In the reading test, the researcher have given students of 20 item multiple choice questions in which there were 3 components, namely analyzing, evaluating, and creating. The test indicator was adopted from Bloom and Anderson Taxonomy. The finding of the research, it was found that the students' higher order thinking skills in answering reading assessment is adequate. This has been by the average score obtained by students in the components of analyzing (64,66), evaluating (72,85), and creating (61,39) and the average for all components is (66,3) was category Adequate.

1. Introduction 
In English subject there are four language skills to learn in English: listening, speaking, reading and writing. According to Depdiknas (2004), In order to learn English language, students are required not only to know the vocabulary and the grammar but also have to use or apply their knowledge for communication. All of skills are needed for students in understand English. Among the four skills reading is one of important skill that should have been mastered by the students. In this situation, it is clear that reading will make it easier for humans to learn. Understanding how to read a text is not easy. In fact, it is not always easy for students to understand the text. 


In connection with challenges and demands of life, the 2013 curriculum was designed with various improvements, improvements include content standards by reducing irrelevant material and enriching the needs of students to think critically and analytical according to international standards. While on the assessment standards by adapting international standard assessment models that provided space on the development of assessment instruments in measuring higher-order thinking skills, Direktorat Jenderal Pendidikan Dasar dan Menengah Kementrian Pendidikan dan Kebudayaan (2017). Based on improvements that have been made, the learning and assessment process in the 2013 curriculum is expected to assist the students in improving their higher-order thinking skills. So, students will gradually be able to produce creative ideas to be able to overcome problems. Thinking skills can only be achieved by students by developing their reading skills which require students to understand the words spoken and decode written words which results to understanding of the text.

According Yoki Ariyana (2018), Higher Order Thinking Skills (HOTS) is a process of thinking in a higher cognitive level that is developed from a variety of cognitive concepts and methods and taxonomies of learning, teaching, and assessment. The main purpose of higher order thinking skills is how to improve the ability to think critically in receiving various types of information. HOTS is a skill that is currently very important for developed in learning. That student’s higher order thinking skills in learning to help children more aware of their performance and growth cognitive ability, especially higher order is very important in education both for academic success and as a provision in public.

According to Bloom Taxonomy (2001) which was revised by Anderson and Krathwohl, the cognitive domain consist of remembering, understanding, applying, analyzing, evaluating, and creating. The reason for using Taxonomy Bloom as a basis for learning is because it is a powerful tool for developing learning goals because it illustrates the learning process. By following the learning process, students’ thinking skills will gradually increase.


Kemendikbud (2013), The 2013 curriculum was designed with various improvements. Improvements include the content standards, namely reducing irrelevant material and the expansion of material that is relevant to students and enriched with students’ needs for critical thinking according to international standards. Other improvements have also been made to the assessment models. Assessments of learning outcomes is expected to help students to improve Higher Order Thinking Skils (HOTS) because higher-level thinking can encourage students to think broadly and deeply about the subject matter.


In English subject there are four language skills to learn in English: listening, speaking, reading and writing. All of skills are needed for students in understand English. Among the four skills reading is one of important skill that should have been mastered by the students. It is known that reading provides the readers the knowledge of the world so that it can be stimulation for the readers to construct and develop the critical and creative thinking. Critical and creative thinking are really crucial to be owned in this area. According Fazriani (2019), Reading ability is equally vital in English Education. Understanding in reading can be tested with more questions in the contents of the book or a review of what has been obtained from reading. The questions in reading class are not to make it difficult for students, by answering questions, students can think critically and use various levels of thought to get a thorough understanding. Therefore, students need a level of thought to answer questions to understand and comprehand the text.


To measure the success of HOTS based learning objectives are achieved, it requires a HOTS based assessment, HOTS based assessment instrument were developed based on higher-order thinking skills indicators, namely, analyzing (C4), evaluating (C5), and creating (C6), Pipit Pudji Astutik (2018). The teacher are expected to get the students accustomed to answering HOTS questions so that their competitiveness. By implementing HOTS based assessment, the teachers can equip the students to have several competencies required in the 21st century.

Based on the preliminary research by doing interview with the English teacher who taught at the Eight Grade of State Islamic 02 West Pasaman on April, 11th 2022. Based on the explanation from the English teacher, the researcher found that some students have trouble with higher order thinking assessment. The students had difficulty comprehending the meaning of the reading. The majority of students were able to read the passage but did not comprehand its content. In addition, the students were given the task by teacher which the student had low result in vocabulary exercise. Based on the data that was found by the researcher, students in the Eight Grade (VIII.1) in State Islamic Junior High School 02 West Pasaman academic 2021/2022 had low result of vocabulary skill (See Appendix 1), that the result of vocabulary skill still below KKM (70,05) While, the KKM in Reading subject is 75.


After that, researcher interview with the eight students of Eight Grade Students of State Islamic 02 West Pasaman, the researcher also found problems. That the problem is students have difficulty answering questions HOTS and some students lack of inference ability, its mean they difficult to do a deeper analysis of the text. HOTS in reading often involves the ability to make inferences, namely concluding something that is not directly expressed in the text. For example, In addition, most of them have difficulty to conclude or make conclusion that are not directly expressed in the text.

2. Method
The methods explain clearly how the author carried out the research. The method must describe the research design clearly, the replicable research procedures, describe how to summarize and analyze the data.
1. Research Design

The reserarch used quantitative methods. The quantitative is which uses the numarical, statistical or mathematical to process the data. According Gay (2011), stated that quantitative research is the collection and analysis of numerical data to describe, explain, predict, or control phenomena of interest. However, a quantitative research approach entails more than just the use of numerical data. This research focused on descriptive research.

2. Population and sample 

The population of the research were class VIII in Madrasah Tsanawiyah West Pasaman in academic year 2022/2023 consisted seven classes there are  VIII.3, VIII.4, VIII.5, VIII.6, and VIII.7. in this research the researcher uses five class divided into 6 student each class as the analysis of students’ ability to answer reading assessment with higher order thinking skills. Researcher applied simple random sampling The characteristic of simple random sampling should be the same level, that’s why the researcher assume they are in the same level because the students had the same teacher, syllabus and material.

3. Instrumentation 

The research instrument was used to measure the value of the variable under study. Instrument is a tool use to collect the data. The instrument that was used in this research was reading test. The research used multiple choice types in order to make it more objective to score. The multiple choice questions were surrounded by analyzing, evaluating, and creating questions. Furthermore, in creating the questions, the researcher adopted the indicators from Bloom and Anderson and Karthwol.

a. Validity

According to Sugiyono (2019), is related to its ability to measure or expose the properties of the variables intended to be assessed. Validity concerns with a test which measure what is supposed to be measure and for whom it is appropriate. In another word, test is valid if it measures accurately what is intended to be measure. In this research, researcher did content validity. Content validity indicates the extent to which questions, assignments, or items in a test or instrument to represent the overall and proportional behavior of the sample subjected to the test. To valid the test the researcher consulted the instrumentation to the experts, they are the lecturers of English Education Department of UIN Sjech M. Djamil Djambek Bukittinggi.

b. Reliability 

According to Brown (2003), reliable texts are consistent and reliable. Reliability must be done with the accuracy of the measurement. Test realibility is the level of consistency of a test, which is the extent to which the test can be trusted to produce a consistent score, relatively unchanges even if tested in different situations. Reliable the test gives the current result as the same as the previous test that concerned with the test consistenly measures whenever it used.

4. Technique of analysis

The researcher used the test in analyzing the data. To find out how students' ability to answer reading questions of HOTS. Arikunto (1998), explained the data analysis was meant by processing data obtain by using formulas or rules that are applicapable to research or design approach taken. The data were collected by giving test. The test was accomplished by gathering the sample students into a classroom outside of formal classroom activity. It consisted of 30 sample students.
3. Results and Discussion 
A. Findings 

1. The Score Description of Students’ Higher Order Thinking Skills scores in Answering analyzing questions

There were 5 questions of analyzing from 20 question provided that the students must be answered in the test. Therefore, there were 150 data should be analyzed. Based on the findings of this research, the researcher has analyzed each student’s answer. After that the researcher has calculated the students’ score and found that there were there were 9 students who got Good, 19 students who got Adequate and 1 student got poor. Found that average students’ ability to answering analyzing question in Higher Order Thinking Skills score is 64,66 this score is category adequate.
2. The Score Description of Students’ Higher Order Thinking Skills scores in Answering Evaluating Questions

There were 7 questions of analyzing from 20 questions provided that the students must be answered in the test. Therefore, there were 217 data should be analyzed. Based on the findings of this research, the researcher has analyzed each student’s answers. After that the researcher has calculated the students’ score and found that there were there were 20 students who got Excellent, 5 students who got Good, 5 students who got Adequate and 1 student got Poor. Found that average students’ ability to answering evaluating question in Higher Order Thinking Skills score is 72,85 this score is category good.

3. The Score Description of Students’ Higher Order Thinking Skills scores in Answering Creating Questions


There were 7 questions of analyzing from 20 questions provided that the students must be answered in the test. Therefore, there were 210 data should be analyzed. Based on the findings of this research, the researcher has analyzed each student’s answers. After that the researcher has calculated the students’ score and found that there were. 4 students who got Excellent, 11 students who got Good, 10 students who got Adequate and 5 student got Poor. Found that average students’ ability to answering creating question in Higher Order Thinking Skills score is 61,39 this score is category adequate.

B. Discussion 

Reading is a process to understand written materials. It requires us to decode words, sentence, paragraph to understand a text a whole unit. Additionally, Harmer (1996) believes that, reading is exercise dominated by the eyes and the brain. The eyes receive messages and the brain then has to work out the significance of these messages. It means that people receive the information from their eyes then understand the meaning by their brain. If the students have a good thinking, they could have a good result in the reading activity because they know the author purpose in writing the reading text and the meaning of the text itself. 
Higher order thinking skill (HOTS) is the ability to have critical thinking, logical reasoning and creativity. According Brookhart (2010), claims that are three categories about definition of the higher order thinking, first is those define higher-order thinking in terms of transfer, second is those that define it in terms of critical thinking and those that define it in terms of problem solving.
The findings that have been obtained from the analysis of the students’ answers in answering creating questions by Eight Grade Students at Islamic Junior High School 02 West Pasaman was adequate because the average score of the students was 61,39, morever there were 4 students who got Excellent, 11 students who got Good, 1 students who got Adequate and 5 students who got Poor. Therefore, it can be assumed that the students are quite adequate in analyzing the information. 
4. Conclusion 
In conclusion that Students Higher Order Thinking Skills (HOTS) in Answering Reading Questions is in the category of good, with the mean score of analyzing 64,66, evaluating 72,85, and creating 61,39. It means that comprehension of Higher Order Thinking Skills is still lacking. In conclusion, students’ reading question with Higher Order Thinking Skills at the Eight of Junior High School 02 West Pasaman was adequate.

Based on the conclusion stated previously, the researcher recomends suggestions as follow:

1. It is suggested that students improve their Higher Order Thinking Skills (HOTS) in answering reading questions for each component.

2. For English teacher, the researcher recommends that teacher should add different style in question to get the students attention while reading and answering the question.

3. These findings are also expected to be a reference for further researchers that concerning Higher Order Thinking Skills (HOTS) in reading question, especially in exploring students’ abilities in each component.
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
